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Gamut's RS7 speakers (39,900/pair), which | favorably reviewed in
September 2015 produced a big, friendly, easy-on-the-ears sound on
"Nobody" from Ry Cooder's classic LP Jazzand Patricia Barber's "The Thrill
is Gone." Like many rooms, Gamut had placed damping material at the first
reflection points on the room’s sidewalls. Sources were a Pear Audio Blue
Kid Thomas turntable with Cornet 2 tonearm and My Sonic Lab
HyperEminent cartridge or a Bricasti M1 LE Gold DAC driven by an
Aurender A10 server; amplification and cables were all by Gamut; and
equipment rack and isolation stands and pneumatic feet were by
Pneuance.

| hadn't heard of the Pneuance devices, but had a disturbingly effective
demonstration of how letting the air out of the ones under the Bricasti DAC
produced a sound on a John Lee Hooker recording that was less coherent.
Pumping the feet up again brought back the sense that the musicians were
playing in the same room, listening to one another. As | said, disturbing.
